Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Karmataka—State Universities Act, 2000
(Kamataka Act 29 of 2001) for the purposes hereinafter appearing; :

Be it enécted 'by the i{amataka State Legislature in the Sixty first year of the Republic of

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called the Karnataka RAate’

Universities {Amendment) Act, 2010.
{2) It shall come into force at once.

6. Duties of the first Vice-Chancellor {1) It shall be the duty of the first Vice-
Chancellor to make arr'angemeht_s for constituting the. Syndlcate ' Academic Council and other
4uthoﬁties of the Vijayanagaré Sri K-n'shnadevaraya University and the Ranichannamma
University within six months from the date of commencement of the Karnataka State Universities
(Amendment) Act, 2010 or- such longer period not excwdmg one year as the Chancellor may

direct.

(2) The authorities constituted under sub-section (1) shall commence to exercise. their -
powers and perfoml their functions on such date as the Chancehor may spec1fy in th1s behalf.

7. Transitory provisions.- (1) Notmthstandmg anything contamed in the principal Act as
amended by this amendment Act, the fxrst Vice- Chancellor may, with the previous approval of the
Chancellor, discharge all or any of ‘the functxons of. the Vljayanagara Sri Krishnadevaraya
University and the Ranichannamina. Umversxtv for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of
the principal Act as amended by the amendmeqt Act and for that purpose may exercise any
power, or perform any duty which by the principal Act as amended by the amendment Act is to be
exercised or performed by any Authority. of the Univessity until- ‘such Authority comes into

existence as provided by the prmmpal Act as amended by the amendment Act.

(2) All Statues, Ordinances, Regulations and Rules made by the Gulbarga University or
the Karnataka University be applicable to the affiliated colleges or other educational institutions
which are deemed to be afthated to the Vljayanagara St Krishnadevaraya University or the
Ranichannamma University, as the case rnay be, under section 5 of the principal Act shall be.
deemed to be Statutes, Ordinances, Regulatlons and Rules mrade by the Vijayanagara Sri_
Krishnadevaraya Un1vers1ty or the Ramchannamrna University respectively and shall continue as
such till .the Vljayanagara Sri Kr1shnadevaraya University or the Ranichannamma University

makes its own Statutes, Ordinances, Redula‘aons or Rules:

Provided that fhe Vice-Chancellor may with the approval of the Chancellor make such

modification and adaptations therein as he may consider ngcessa:y.
