The
feedback questions are franed to get an overall and in-depth understandi ng of
the way the students, teachers, parents and alummi have benefitted and also to
know the Iimtations so that the curriculumcan be nodified. Once the feedback
i s obtained and anal ysed, it gets discussed in the neeting of the Chairpersons.
Based on the suggestions, the departnments di scuss the report and devel op the

pl an of action. Accordingly, necessary nodifications are done by keeping the
overal | devel opnent of the University in mnd. 25 of students, boys and girls
in equal nunber, were selected randomy to administer the feedback on the
curriculum In the 5 point scale the institution has obtained 4.39 points for
fairness in the evaluation process and overall quality of teaching-Iearning
process has got 4.30 points. The |east score of 4.06 is given to the use of ICT
tools. This has been comuni cated to the respective departnments in order to
strengt hen the use of technol ogy that includes online classes fromthe next
academ c year. And, the teachers are requested to encourage the students to use
technol ogy to present senminars and wite and subnmit assignments. The foll ow up
will be done in the periodic review neetings of the departnments and of the
Chairpersons. Al the faculty were adninistered the questionnaire on
curriculum Once again, the teachers have expressed that the syllabus has

i ncreased their know edge of the subject and have given 4.22 score in the five
point scale. It has strengthened the institution’ s self-perception of its
commtnent to the design and inplenentation of the syllabus that is in tune
with the perspectives of the curriculum Regarding the reading materials
prescri bed and the update, the score is 3.91 and, accordingly, the departnents
have been asked to procure reading naterial (print and e-content) that includes
the recent devel opments in the concerned subject. An area of real concern is
the bal ance between theory and practical. The institution has received 3.76

poi nts here. The Board of Studies have been asked to nake a proper bal ance
whil e preparing the new syllabus. Parents and alumi neetings are convened by
the respective departnents. The interactions give opportunity for the
departnents to receive comrents fromthem The alumi feel proud to belong to
the University. In the area of placenent, the alumi feel that the institution
has to strengthen with career guidance and placenent activities. The parents as
st akehol ders have al so gi ven feedback on curricul um especially regarding

t eachi ng-1earning and physical facilities. The institution has received good

f eedback on teachi ng-1earning. Regarding transport, the feedback has suggested
to strengthen the same. The frequency of the University bus, accordingly, from
the hostels outside the canpus and fromthe city has been increased.

2.3.2 — Students mentoring system available in the institution? Give details. (maximum 500 words)

Mentoring is a unique opportunity made available to strengthen students academic and communication abilities
and to enable them to better establish themselves in their professions. With this in mind, the University has put in
place mentoring system in which students are mentored. They meet with their mentors on a regular basis who
respond to their concerns and support them to understand and develop their personalities. Some of the
objectives of the Mentoring system are: 1. To enable PG students know the opportunities and challenges of
higher education and accordingly set the goals: short and long term. 2. To adapt to the campus and make use of
the various facilities available. 3. To support students to cope up with the academic challenges and difficulties. 4.
To counsel and support students who face emotional and other challenges. 5. To ensure regularity of students.
6. To assess the progress continuously. 7. To bridge the gap between authorities, staff and student community.
Mentoring was an informal initiative to begin with. The teachers used to counsel the students who approached
them with some difficulty or the other. At present, the students in a department are distributed formally to
teachers who mentor the students allocated to them. Mentoring is conducted at fixed intervals or on need basis
and is again depending on the system evolved in the department. Such mentoring may involve group assembly
or one to-one colloquy between the teacher and the student. Whenever required the mentor refers the student to
a professional counsellor. Students are free to change their mentor if they feel that a particular faculty mentor is

better for his/her issues or is comfortable with. Mentoring system has had lot of positive impact. Due to economic
reasons a few students wanted to drop out from the programme. The timely intervention of the mentor has
helped the students to complete the programme. The same is the case about difficulties in coping with the
challenges of academic discipline. Counselling such students has resulted in a positive outcome. The academic
performance has shown growth curve. The higher percentage of result in the semester-end examination is one
such indicator of better academic performance. The bottom up approach of mentoring has resulted in rich
dividend in terms of improving quality in real sense. The feedback especially the grievances and the common
problems shared by the students across departments are shared on various platforms such as Chairpersons’
meeting with the University authorities. They, in turn, have taken immediate steps to implement the same. The
shortage of drinking water facility, for example, was reported especially during summer. It was immediately

Diversification
of courses and departnents keeping in mnd the needs and the future of the
regi on. The Context: In Kal yana Karnataka which includes both Ballari and
Koppal districts, the dropouts anbng UG students are nore and they wi sh to go
for work rather than coming to higher education. The Human Devel opnent Report
has al armi ng observations regardi ng the Post-secondary education of Ballari
district: “Ballari district lacks a nunber of institutions as well as quality
i n higher education. The district has been unable to attract students from
outside the districts. On the contrary, a |large nunber of students of Ballari
district mgrate to other cities such as Hubballi-Dharwad and Bengal uru for
hi gher studies. Except Ballari and Hosapete, the quality of education is poor
in other taluks”. The University likes to | ook at the ground reality of higher
education especially that of general education as it matters the nost for us to
plan for the future. So working on GER plays a pivotal role in our University.

Over a period of tinme, certain initiatives have been taken by the University
such as diversification of courses, starting of two new PG centres and increase
of classroons. During this acadenic year, as a part of sustaining this
initiative the follow ng steps were undertaken. The Practice: Two SC/ ST hostels
have been started for the students. The bus facility to the hostel s has been
provi ded. New spacious library building has been built to accombdate nore
students. Evidence of Success: Increase in adm ssion. Recruitnment of 105
faculty to the existing programes and the new programres such as M crobi ol ogy,
Bi ot echnol ogy, Wonen's Studi es, Education and Physical Education to be
commenced fromthe next academ c year has been finished. The recognition of 12
B by the UGC has been obtained. It would support the University s plans to seek
addi tional resources to expand its range and reach of activities. Problens
Encount ered and Resources Required: In order to cater the needs of the
students, the follow ng problens are encountered: 1.

Region-specific
programres. Best Practice —02 Title: Lecture Series on Nobel Prize Wnning
Topics. Objectives: 1. Creating awareness about the contribution of w nners of
Nobel Prize and other Awards of national and international inportance. 2. To
create awar eness about contenporary research and innovations. 3. To develop a
sense of appreciation anong students. 4. To notivate students to excel in their
field of specialization and interest. 5. To open up areas where students can
contribute for the welfare of the society. The Context: Most of the Nobe
prizes and awards of international |evel have been received by individuals,
groups and institutions from devel oped countries. Gven the talent pool of
India, there is a dire need to nurture the young to contribute something unique
to the society. Celebrating the Nobel awardees is a snmall step in the nation-
bui |l di ng exercise. The Practice: The departnments organi se sem nars, |ectures
and conpetitions such as quiz, debate, and essaywiting to the students. The
nodal departnent, for exanple Physics arranges |ectures and conduct
conmpetitions on Nobel Prize winner in Physics. The invitation is extended to
all the departments. The interested students register thenselves for the
programre. The conpetitions and | ectures are held on a stipulated date. It
provi des an opportunity to students to know the contribution of these
stalwarts. Evidence of Success: Many students have shown keen interest in the
programes and conpetitions. Slowy, the culture is being fornmed to be
i nquisitive. Problens Encountered and Resources Required: As it is the new
initiative, the initial hiccup of visualising the process was felt. Mtivating
the student body to participate was a chall enge. The faculty nenbers are well -
equi pped to handle this initiative.

The university is located in the Kal yana Karnataka regi on which is considered
backward econonically and educationally. The Governnent of |ndia has accorded a
special status i.e. 371J under 118th Constitutional anmendnent to the region.
The Article 371J provides “Local reservation in Education and Governnent-j obs
(Domcile requirenent)”. The resolution to make provisions for the Kal yana-
Kar nat aka Regi on was passed in 2012. The University strives to reflect on the
constitutional provisions and be in tune with national interest. The University
has adopted the institutional mechanismto pronote, generate and enpower a

know edge soci ety through education and enploynent. In the course of |ast few
years, the GER is drastically inproved and two nore PG centers at Koppal and
Yel burga have been started to cater to the needs of students. Corollary to the
increase of intake is the qualified faculty. The two-pronged strategy of
quantity and quality has resulted in the recruitnment of 105 Assi stant
Prof essors, Associate Professors and Professors. The process of recruitnent was
made conpletely transparent and the candi dates were infornmed about the scores
that they received after scrutiny of applications and were given the tine to
redress their grievances. And, then, the whole proceedings of the interview
were video graphed so that it could be viewed if sonmeone had doubts on the
whol e procedure. This el aborate process was conducted to ensure that the
University recruits teachers of high quality. It is a distinct achi evenent of
the University during this academc year. And, the recruitnent turned out to be
a preanble for the University to be included under 12 (B) section of the UGC
Act. It is a further boost for the University to receive assistance from
Governnent of India and ot her agencies receiving funds fromthe Centra
Gover nnent .
